Pins — Absolute and Relative

A Pin occurs when one piece attacks an enemy piece on a straight line. If the enemy
piece moves, then it would expose another enemy piece of greater value (behind it) to an
attack. If the piece behind the pinned piece is the King, then we have an Absolute Pin.
Otherwise, we have a Relative Pin.
