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Pins
In the following four problems, White wins material because of a Pin. Recall that an
Absolute Pin occurs when a piece is pinned to the King (and therefore cannot legally
move). Any other type of pin is known as a Relative Pin.

Note: These problems increase with difficulty. The last problem is quite tough!
